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Fundamentalism serious
threat to international
social fabric: Head of Jesuits

FUNDAMENTALISM AND “re-
gional narcissism” are serious
threats to the society, and
greater efforts need tobe made
at reconciliation between per-
sons and communities,
Superior General of the Society
of Jesus, Father Arturo Sosa,
said on Tuesday.

In order to curb violence, it
was necessary to beyond “su-
perficial” justice, Father Sosa
said at St Xavier's
(Autonomous) College, as part
of the college's sesquicenten-
nial celebrations.

This was the second visit by
a Superior General to the col-
lege.

“Fundamentalism and re-
gional narcissism are serious
threats to the international so-
cial fabric,” Father Sosa said.

He added: “The need of the
hour is to accentuate depth in

the areas of academic reflec-

tion, teaching and research. It
is imperative that we invite our
students to consciously link
theirareas of professional spe-
cialisation with creative and
productive activity and out-
puts, which will serve as adis-
tinct contribution to society
and make life better for others
in one way or another.”

“We need to think beyond
institutional silos and work
with those from other disci-
plines. Institutions of higher
educationalso need to address
issues such as growing insecu-
rity, anxiety, and even depres-
sion experienced by many of
the students,” he said.
